Children: A child experiencing disability are paired 1:1 with an adult
friend whose sole objective is to make rEcess the best night of their
week with games, movies, snacks, toys, entertainment, etc.

Siblings: rEcess is also a break for our siblings to have lots of fun and
connect with other siblings who understand what it is like to have a
brother or sister experiencing disability.
