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Productivity prior to motherhood was measured in 
concrete, objective terms, goals achieved, and things 

accomplished. In motherhood, the measure of 
productivity is completely different because loving, 

nurturing, studying a person with deep intention and 
thought and quietly caring for a baby doesn’t produce 

anything visible to check off a “to do” list (matter of fact, it 
may “get in the way” of your anticipated activities for that 
day).  Renew your thinking.  Remember your purpose in 

the souls entrusted to your care.
